The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) is a process the Catholic Church has developed to help with questions such as these. 

RCIA is for adults who have:
∙ never been baptized
∙ have been baptized in another Christian faith
∙ have been baptized Catholic but need to receive the Sacraments of Eucharist or Confirmation
∙ Catholics who have “been away” and would like to reconnect.
